exhibit.

6. 	 Please use plexi-glass rather than glass over entries. The BDAC cannot assume 
responsibility for damage to artwork framed with glass.

7. 	 A receipt will be issued for artwork submitted; this receipt must be shown to retrieve the 
same artwork.

8. 	 Oversize pieces subject to approval.
